Nixon Peabody LLP (“NP”), as counsel for Pumpkin Patch LLC (the “Debtor”),
as and for its application for allowance of interim compensation for professional services
rendered for the period October 1, 2009 through October 31, 2009 (the “Application”),

respectfully states as follows:

I. FEES FOR WHICH ALLOWANCE IS SOUGHT

1. This Application is made by NP pursuant to §§ 330 and 331 of title 11 of

the United States Code (the “Bankruptcy Code™), Rule 2016 (a) of the Federal Rules of

Bankruptey Procedure (the “Bankruptcy Rules™), the Local Rules for the United States

Bankruptcy Court for the District of Delaware (the “Local Rules”) and the United States Trustee
Guidelines for Reviewing Applications for Compensation and Reimbursement of Expenses Filed
Under 11 U.S.C. § 330 (Appendix A to 28 C.F.R. § 58) (the “Guidelines”) for allowance of

compensation for services rendered to the Debtor in the aggregate amount of $11,276.50 for the

period from October 1, 2009 through October 31, 2009 (the “Compensation Period”).

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2. During the Compensation Period, NP attorneys expended a total of 22.7
hours for which compensation is requested. To the extent that time or disbursement charges for
services rendered or disbursements incurred relate to the Compensation Period, but are not
processed until after the date hereof, NP reserves the right to request additional compensation for
such services and reimbursement of such expenses in a future application.

3. NP maintains computerized records of the daily time sheets submitted by
all NP attorneys. Preceding the time entries is a chart listing the names, billing rates and time
spent by each of the attorneys rendering services on behalf of the Debtor. In support of this
Application, copies of these computerized records have been furnished to the Debtor, the Court
and the United States Trustee, and are attached hereto as Exhibit A.

4, NP seeks approval and payment of the fees incurred during the

Compensation Period.

II. BACKGROUND

5. On June 29, 2009 (the “Petition Date”), the Debtor filed a voluntary
petition in this Court for relief under chapter 11 of the Bankruptcy Code. The factual
background regarding the Debtor, including its business operations, its capital and debt structure,
and the events leading to the filing of this bankruptcy case, is set forth in detail in the declaration
filed in support of the Debtor’s chapter 11 petition and various first day applications and
motions.

6. The Debtor continues to manage and operate its business as debtor in

possession under Bankruptcy Code sections 1107 and 1108.
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
